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1.0 EMERGENCY RESPONSE PLAN

1.1 
INTRODUCTION
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Corner Brook Pulp and Paper is committed to the health and safety of its employees by providing a safe and healthy environment in which to work.  However, accidents can and will happen.  This is why each job is required to have an Emergency Response Plan that is tailored specifically to that job site.  An effective, Emergency Response Plan that is simple to follow will restore order in a time of crisis and get the help that is needed as quickly as possible.  

Copies of the Emergency Response Procedures manual should be present on every job, and should be easily accessible to everyone.  All employees are to know the location of the Emergency Response plan and how to access help in the case of an emergency. Emergency Response Procedure manuals should be present in the supervisor’s pickup, busses, lunch shelters, and other commuting vehicles. 

This manual covers emergency response procedures for personal injury, forest fires, siltation, fuel/oil (hydrocarbon) spills, herbicide spills, transportation hazards, and power line contact.  There is also an attached appendix outlining First Aid Procedures, telephone directories, incident reports, and marshalling points.  

1.2 
STANDARD EMERGENCY RESPONSE PROCEDURE
This Standard Emergency Response Procedure can be applied to all emergency situations, whether it is a fire, fuel/oil spill, or medical emergency.  These six steps can be applied in all emergency situations. 

1) Recognize The Problem 

Remaining alert during situations that require immediate attention is extremely important. Quick recognition of the problem and an appropriate course of action are essential.  

2) Evaluate The Hazard

Evaluate the magnitude of the hazard.  Accurate information is needed so the appropriate resources can respond.  

3) Take Control / Stop the Flow

Regardless of the situation someone needs to take control.  This may mean stopping operations, stopping the flow of fuel/oil in case of a spill, notifying coworkers, or identifying hazardous exposure. Immediate action has to be taken to control the situation.  

4) Call Out For Help

Notify the foreman or supervisor.  The proper authorities should always be called; Newfoundland Forest Service, local fire department, Coast Guard, CBPP Woodlands Department, etc.  

5) Take Action

Take whatever action possible to lessen the impact of the situation.  Use your training and available equipment to your full advantage.  

6) Follow Up

Problem situations should not be repeated.  Document as much information as possible so an effective accident/investigation may be done.  Such documentation may be a legal requirement.

Forest Fire Evacuation Procedure: 

1. Assess the fire.

2. Contact forest fire patrol if fire cannot be extinguished (phone # on page 3).

3. Employee finding fire is required to notify supervisor or job foreman immediately.

4. Supervisor will coordinate evacuation of all employees. 

5. Supervisor will assign duties and responsibilities to other employees to help notify employees still in the bush, of the fire.

6. Employees will be instructed to report to a central location for a roll call to ensure that everyone is accounted for.

7. The central location for your operation will be: ________________________________________.

Forest Fire Evacuation Contingency Plan: 

1. Employees must make every reasonable effort to report to the central location mentioned above.

2. If you cannot safely reach the above location due to the location of the fire, employees are asked to use common sense and leave the area as fast and safe as possible.

3. Employees who are working in the same general area should ensure that all fellow employees stick together and leave together. 

4. Employees are requested to try to make contact with the supervisor or contractor by using any form of communication available to notify them that they will not be at the central location.

5. When the employee reaches a safe location, he must make every effort to notify the supervisor or contractor that he has escaped the fire.  If the contractor cannot be reached the employee should notify the forest fire patrol at the number on page 3 to notify them that employees of
